The Natolin campus occupies a historic estate and nature reserve of 
120 hectares. Once the royal hunting grounds of the Kings of Poland, 
the campus remains unto this day a quiet island of green within the 
vibrant Warsaw metropolis. 

Student residences
The campus in Natolin boasts two residence buildings on-site and 
additional accommodation located nearby. All residences contain 
single, fully equipped student rooms, and other features include an 
exercise zone (with a gym and sauna), spacious study rooms, and 
common spaces for social and recreational activities.

Natolin restaurant 
The Natolin Restaurant caters with full board to students for 7 days 
a week under several diet plan options. Students are also regularly 
treated to special culinary dishes prepared by the restaurant on feast 
days, as well as the cuisine of cultures represented on the campus 
(during the Natolin Cultural Days).

Natolin also hosts one of the largest European Studies libraries in 
Central Europe, with extensive printed and electronic collections.
